Contact WB Allen Record, allen@acacia17.com, to volunteer.  There will be a lady’s program during the degree followed by a celebration banquet.  The schedule is as follows:  Lady’s Program and First Section at 1 PM, Second Section at 2 PM, Banquet at 4 PM.  I have heard from several Idaho Masons who plan to attend.  Before you forget, register now with WB Jim Sweet or the Grand Lodge Office.  Cost for the Banquet will be $25.00 per person and will include a commemorative “cannon.”
This year’s Utah Masonic Leadership Academy will be held on Saturday October 10 beginning with breakfast at 0800 in the Salt Lake Masonic Temple.  It will follow last year’s format and should cost between $25 and $50 each.  We had 98 attendees last year, let’s break 100 this year.  We will hold breakout sessions for Senior and Junior Wardens, Senior and Junior Deacons, Secretaries, Treasurers, and all other masons. Petitions for the class must be presented and read at your September meeting and, with a favorable recommendation from the investigating committee, elected to receive the three degrees at your October meeting.  Brothers who are progressing through the degrees are eligible for the class and do not have to petition to do so.  A Mentor for each class member is a firm requirement for the class.  Cost for the class will be determined soon and will be included in next month’s newsletter.
