Greetings Brethren
Fall is officially here, the most colorful time of year.  It’s also a busy time of year.  This month we have the Order of the Eastern Star Grand Chapter session, the Scottish Rite Feast of Tishri, the Utah Masonic Leadership Academy, the York Rite Fall Festival, the Grand Master’s Class, and the Ladies of the Oriental Shrine Ceremonial.
This year’s Utah Masonic Leadership Academy will be held on Saturday October 10 beginning with breakfast at 0800 in the Salt Lake Masonic Temple.  It will follow last year’s format and will cost $55 each for breakfast, lunch, the Utah Code, the Utah Cipher, and The First 100 Years of Freemasonry in Utah.  We had 98 attendees last year, let’s break 100 this year.  We will hold breakout sessions for Worshipful Masters, Senior and Junior Wardens, Senior and Junior Deacons, Secretaries, Treasurers, Deputy Grand Lecturers, and all other masons.  We will provide actionable information you need to manage and lead your lodge.  This is the chance to get your questions answered.  Plan on spending the day with us.  Enjoy the fraternity, enjoy the new knowledge.
Brethren, you should be investigating men interested in attending the Grand Master’s Class on October 24.  Brothers who are progressing through the degrees are eligible for the class and do not have to petition to do so.  A Mentor for each class member is a firm requirement for the class.  Cost for the class will be $75 for candidates and $40 for mentors.  Both candidates and mentors will receive breakfast and lunch.  Candidates will also receive a Bible, all Candidate Ciphers, all Candidate Handbooks, the Alternate Proficiency Manual, and a Monitor.  Proficiency of the candidate will be decided by the Worshipful Master, per Section 3-8-7 (a).
It’s time for Holiday Nuts.  The Grand Lodge Ladies are selling Holiday Nuts to benefit our Youth Groups again this year.  Order sheets have been mailed to each lodge secretary.  Order sheets are also online at the Grand Lodge web site – www.utahgrandlodge.org.  Nuts are sold in one pound bags and prices are as follows:  Cashews, Mixed Nuts, Pecans, Pistachios, and Walnuts are $7, Macadamia is $7.70, Almonds whole, blanched & sliced, blanched & slivered, natural sliced, roasted & salted $6.  San Juan hot & spicy mix is $5.50.  12 oz cinnamon glazed pecans, chocolate covered pecans, 8 oz pecan caramel clusters, and 8 oz glazed pecans are $6.  A 4 oz pecan log roll is $3.   The order period will extend to October 15, 2009.  Orders and payment must be received in the Grand Lodge Office by Friday, October 16, 2009.  Delivery should be around Thanksgiving.  Stock up for the holidays and support our youth groups.
